Film Requirements

· Films can be up to 20 minutes in length
· Films can be in any language, although any in another language must contain English subtitles.
· We except films of all budgets, so long as they are of a good quality.
· We accept films with any level of exposure, whether they’ve yet to have their premiere.
· We also accept films that are already hosted online.
